Time-trends and results after surgery for abdominal aortic aneurysm during the period 1983-2009 at St. Olav’s hospital
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Presentation of the PhD- project:

We want to study trends in treatment and results after surgery for abdominal aortic aneurysm. This project includes 3 sub-studies:

Study 1: Trends and long-term results after surgery for infrarenal abdominal aortic aneurysms. 

The department of  surgery at St. Olavs hospital was the first department in Norway to introduce endovascular treatment of abdominal aortic aneurysms in 1995. We want to investigate if there has been a change in treatment of this condition in men and women. Further, we will study the long-terms results after surgery (>30 d).

Study 2: Comorbidity and results after surgery for ruptured abdominal aortic aneurysms.

Women have greater risk of postoperative mortality (< 30d), both non-ruptured and ruptured aneurysms. We want to investigate if men and women have different risk profiles, and if this can explain the difference outcome after surgery.  
Study 3: Immunological mechanisms and development of infrarenal abdominal aortic aneurysm.
We want to study the immunological mechanisms behind development of abdominal aortic aneurysms, and especially if there is an association between genotype and inflammatory abdominal aortic aneurysms.
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
